	Challenge for Students



As part of the African Renaissance the African Union has decided to investigate the possibility of life in space. You are part of an all African team planning for the first human colony on Mars. A great deal of work is needed to pull this together. To complete this assignment, you will work in teams of five and your team will conduct research to answer the following questions: 

1.
What type of settlement is most practical—one on the planet itself or one that is in orbit around Mars?

2.
What is needed to get the colony up and running? You must decide what kind of equipment the colonists will need. You also need to figure out how to provide the colonists with the resources that they will need—food and water, for example.

3.
What kinds of jobs are needed to run the colony? Make a list of personnel and jobs for the Mars colony.

You and your team will create a PowerPoint presentation to the African Union officials that will illustrate your recommendations. The presentation should persuade the Union that your team can establish a successful colony on Mars. Use PowerPoint’s multimedia features, including sound and transitions, to present your report clearly and effectively.
