	Description of Project 
Classroom Management Procedures
	:
	Challenge Phase 

The teacher introduces the topic of Family and learners engage in a group discussion.  Learners consider ways they might “make a difference” in their own families by preserving the past, capturing the present, and impacting the future. Discuss what these terms mean and why they are important using the vocabulary chart. Learners can share any stories they already know of someone in their family that has made a difference in the past or that can show how different life was for that person compared to their lives now.
Gathering Phase 

Learners interview their parents at home to get information for a family tree. In addition to recording names and birthdates, learners will also record traits and characteristics of each family member such as eye color, hair color, and any special traits.
Later learners interview a family member so that they can write a biography. Learners work in groups to decide what questions should be asked. If the family member they wish to write about is not available (lives elsewhere, passed away, etc) they can interview another family member about the absent person.

Learners also gather information on three objects and compare them now and in the past (for example when their mother was their age). This could be the price of a movie ticket, what programmes were on TV, favourite toys, etc. The website Marie Time Capsule is very useful.
Processing Phase
Learners discuss in pairs and compare who they are most and least similar to on their Family Tree. They can each draw two venn diagrams to show this.
Learners work in groups to compare family traits and traditions and discuss how traditions make a difference. They also envisage how they can carry traditions forward for their families into the future, possibly creating new traditions.

Learners look at the information gathered on the differences between the past and now and decide whether they think things are better now or then. They need to give reasons for their decisions.

Learners take what they have learnt about the past and hypothesise what the future holds for them.
Production Phase 

Learners create a family tree to show to the class. They also plan and create a slide show biography on a family member using pictures and writing from their interviews.
Learners each write up a traditional family recipe to collate into a class recipe book.

Learners create an autobiography booklet looking at their past, present and future.
