FRUIT AND VEGETABLE PROJECT

ADDITIONAL NOTES TO EDUCATORS

As this project is intended for Gr 1 level we need to keep in mind that the level of exposure of learners to ICT skills might be very limited and you should therefore evaluate basic skills before implementation and also have alternative plans in place to accommodate learners not ready for the full use of ICT.  These learners should, however, still participate and interact with the other learners using ICT in order for them to learn from their peers by following examples.  To motivate your more advanced learners you should give additional credits at valuation time for the use of more advanced skills.  This method should encourage other learners to explore these features on their own and in this way we can encourage higher level thinking.  You should, however, be willing to show and guide learners wanting to use these more advanced skills and they should under no circumstances be stopped while exploring.  You need to just have time limitation in place to ensure that they do still complete the project in time.

NOTE: It is expected of the educator to read and explain all documentation to the learners as they cannot read for themselves at this level.

LEARNING AREAS AND EVALUATION

The learning areas covered by this unit are indicated in depth in the unit plan.  Please refer to the notes in the last column next to every assessment standard to form an idea of where and how this learning area and assessment standard will be evaluated during the project.  As this is a Gr 1 level project, much of the assessment is done through ongoing observation and interaction with the learner so you need to follow this process from the start.  The final evaluation should purely be a confirmation of what has been established and evaluated up to that point in time.
PROJECT AIM

The main learning area for this project is language and therefore a focus should be on using the theme to cover other learning areas but constantly pulling this back to language skills with the main emphasis on beginning letters and sound.  Encourage learners at all time to learn new words through site reading and if possible put up posters in the classroom with fruits and vegetables emphasizing the beginning letters as well as the full names. There are two sheets with fruits and vegetables in the learner support bin that can be used as reference by the learners or an education tool by the educator.
ADDITIONAL MATERIAL

In the educators bin you will find two poems as well as a colour-in picture which can be used as supporting tools to improve lesson.  Learning the poems will give them additional vocabulary and expression exposure while the colour in picture can be used to fill times when the attention span just needs a break.  There is also a pumpkin to lantern book which can be used as an additional activity for learners not ready to deal with ICT.
