	Project Goal

	:
	Learners use historical documents and other evidence to select the greatest South African heroes and heroines.  They create criteria for what makes a hero/heroine and then provide historical evidence to support their choice of one historical figure for this designation.
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	Description of Project 

Classroom Management Procedures
	:
	Challenge Phase 

Introduce learners to the topic of heroes and heroines by asking them to name those who they look up to as role models, guides, or people to emulate. 

Tell learners that the Minister for Culture has asked scholars across the country to participate in a nationwide process to nominate historical figures to honor on a new Wall of South African Heroes and Heroines. The wall will celebrate fifty South Africans who have made the greatest contributions to establishing democracy, to fostering development, and to creating a rich culture. Nominees must fall into one of these three categories: culture, democracy, or development.

Explain to learners that they will complete several tasks to accomplish their task:

· Step 1: Establish criteria for what makes a hero or heroine in each of the three categories.

· Step 2: Research potential heroes and heroines from South African history that they might nominate to the Wall of South African Heroes and Heroines.

· Step 3: Select one hero or heroine to nominate, paying particular attention to the criteria established in Step 1.

· Step 4: Create a website that celebrates the hero’s/heroine’s contributions.

Introduce the Focus Question and show learners the Learner Sample and Project Rubric. Stimulate learners’ ideas and suggest initial lines of research by conducting a class brainstorming session on possible heroes or heroines from history.
Gathering Phase 

Step 1: Establishing Criteria. 

Before determining who they will select as their group’s nominated hero/heroine, learners must establish the criteria that will be used to make such a determination.

WEB 2.0 Extension: Create a wiki page where learners can record their initial and developing ideas about what criteria might be used to judge whether or not someone qualifies as a hero/heroine. Allow time for these criteria to evolve as learners conduct their research. Later, have learners finalize the criteria before the Processing Phase.

Conduce a class discussion whereby all the learners contribute ideas for the criteria they will use to judge whether or not their hero should be nominated as one of the fifty greatest South African heroes. Keep a record of these criteria for learners to use in the Processing and Production Phases of the project.
Step 2: Research. 

Learners will use books and the Internet, specifically historical sites, to gather information about their prospective heroes and heroines.

Place learners in groups of three, with each member of the group taking responsibility for researching a hero in each category (democracy, development, culture). Have them record their findings.

WEB 2.0 Extensions: 

· Have each learner record his or her findings to a wiki so they can track their group’s research. The process of constructing a wiki with cohesive organization and constructive ideas will challenge learners’ critical thinking and cooperative group work skills. It will also help them begin to process their information.

· Connect to another classroom in your school, community, province, or the nation to share research. Learners from different locations could contribute to each other’s research about the same hero/heroine nominees.

Use the Teacher Wiki Checklist to help you set up and manage the wiki. Provide learners with the Wiki Self Report form to monitor their work and to assess their contributions.

Processing Phase
Step 3: Select one hero/heroine.

Provide a copy of the Evaluating Heroic Nominees form to each team. This form helps learners apply the class’s criteria to make a judgment about which of their three nominees will make the best finalist. Each learner presents his nominee to his/her group. The other two members will use the criteria established in the Gathering Phase to evaluate the hero/heroine nominee. Teams repeat this process for each group member. After conducting the evaluation, the group should reach a consensus on which nominee makes the best candidate for the final selection. This is the candidate they will promote with a website in the next phase.

Assessment Opportunity: Observe the group discussions and use the Establishing Criteria Checklist to evaluate the groups’ ability to apply criteria and make judgments.

Production Phase 

Step 4: Create a website. 

Groups build a website to promote their selected hero/heroine as a finalist for the Wall of Heroes and Heroines. Remind learners that the website should accomplish the following:

· Present historical background information about the nominee.

· Address the class’s established criteria for heroes and heroines.

· Include historical evidence from a number of sources.

· Have the learner prepare materials in his/her first language to educate others about the topic.

	
	Gifted/Talented Students
	· Have these learners access more sophisticated historical documents at archives or libraries with a focus on including primary source documents in their products.

· Have them use their products to create a community-wide “Night to Remember Our Heroes” where they create a programme for a larger audience.
