The project description is focused and clear. The description provides background and/or context for how the use of the Seeing Reason Tool fits within the project.

The project description defines what the learners will be trying to solve, produce, respond to, test, recommend, or find out.

The research question is worded so that it requires the building of a cause-and-effect map of a complex system or issue.

The practice causal map contains factors of sufficient quantity and quality to adequately answer the research question.

A high level of interaction or complexity exists among the factors.

The factors and relationships are clearly described, and the relationships between the factors are causal, valid, and defendable.
